Upstream services with supportive services for hard to serve target 

populations.

1. Veterans at risk to suicide

2. Low income families at risk to homelessness due to medical 

conditions

3. Low income families at risk to homelessness due to loss of 

employment
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Military Families can be identified for supportive services through 

an adapted VI-SPDAT screening tool.

Trained case managers would utilize these profiles from medical 

and employment offices to offer support and preventive services 

through local emergency assistance networks.

Suicide intervention and direct assistance through trained case 

manager working with the local mental health providers would pick 

up directly from the nationwide hotline to the regional hotline to 

immediate follow up within the same day or 24 hrs.

Western North Carolina - Asheville 

× A partnership with Faith Based, Employment and Training Providers, Community 

Colleges, VA Medical Centers and Rural Health, and Mental Health Providers.

× University of Syracuse and the Wal-Mart Foundation are initiating a pilot project to 

utilize the strengths and resources of this new network with trained case managers 

and employment specialists to provide earlier intervention for those at risk to suicide 

and high risk to homelessness.

× Proposal; North Carolina Legislature provide $2 Million or $500,000. per site to 

match funds from the pilot project to sustain intervention and prevention efforts.

× Proposal; Advocate for continue funding of SSVF, HUD VASH, GPD, along with State 

Funds to continue efforts to end homelessness for Veterans across North Carolina
